Now imagine groups of churches throughout Europe
partnering together to extend their reach and kingdom
influence so that broken lives experience hope and broken
bodies experience healing. In this issue, we are excited to
launch our invitation to partnership more fully.

In the last year Healing on the Streets (HOTS) has expanded
to seventeen countries and 700 churches. Each week churches
and church leaders contact Causeway Coast Vineyard to

figure out how they can lead their church out there among
the people. It’s our desire and kingdom responsibility to
continue the expansion of Healing on the Streets and to equip
local churches to engage their community with kingdom
compassion and authority.

As you know, up until now much of HOTS has happened
centrally, processed and directed by Causeway Coast
Vineyard Church and led primarily by Mark Marx. We sense
that the future of HOTS involves helping more churches
engage the kingdom and their community, requiring a more
decentralised approach with regional HOTSpots emerging.

Naturally the challenge is how to encourage and facilitate
this expansion whilst safeqguarding against dilution of the
model. It's our conviction that the mandate and the model

is sovereignly initiated and none of us want to see this
God-given vision and opportunity sabotaged by a church
unwilling to release control or by individuals who are seeking
to promote their ministry.

Therefore, there is a need for us to re-think the way in which
the leadership, training and infrastructure of HOTS develops.
You will not be surprised to hear that for the last few months
we have been giving this a great deal of thought and prayer.
We now feel that we have something to present that will
facilitate the wider growth and development of HOTS in a way
that allows us to continue to increase effectiveness.
